e Sealed surface (eg. tarmac), consistently even
Suitable for road bikes and novices
e Occasional ponding only after heavy rainfall

B

Unsealed surface (eg.crushed stone)
Occasional uneven surface and irregularities
Unsuitable for road bikes - 'off-road' bikes only
Novices should take extra care

Occasional ponding after light rainfall

Muddy in places

e Unsealed surface (eg.grass)

Consistently uneven with frequent surface
irregularities

Unsuitable for road bikes and novices
Off-road bikes only

Experienced cyclists should take extra care
Frequent ponding after light rainfall

Very muddy in places

Notes

helmets should always be worn

bell or horn should be used on approach
to all structures and blind bends

bell or horn should be used when
approaching pedestrians and anglers
give way to pedestrians

proceed at 'dead slow' pace when
passing by other cyclists

some bridges have very low headroom -
dismounting is advisable

hedge cutting takes place annually so
beware of hedge cuttings
